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Review of Student Research Projects

To assist with processing student research projects in a timely manner, a sub-committee of the Research Ethics Board (REB) will review all proposed student projects (i.e. non-invasive studies with minimal risk to research subjects) at the undergraduate and Master’s level.  All Invasive and PhD projects will be reviewed by the Full Research Ethics Board (see below).

Procedure to follow for Undergraduate and Master’s projects:

1. Complete Student Review Form (Page 2) and the Application for Review by Research Ethics Board which can be found on the Niagara Health System website at http://www.niagarahealth.on.ca/about/reb. 
2. Once completed, forward 1 copy of both forms to the REB Office, Niagara Health System – Welland Site, c/o REB Office, 65 Third Street, Welland, ON  L3B 4W6.  The completed documents will then be reviewed by the sub-committee.  Please attach copies of the proposal and any appendices (consent forms, questionnaires, etc.)
3. Following review and approval by the sub-committee and Chair of the REB, the student will be notified of approval of the project and the study may proceed.

4. The process will take about 4 weeks.
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Invasive and PhD projects will be reviewed by the Full Research Ethics Board.  The REB meets on the fourth (4th) Thursday of each month with the deadline for receipt of information by the second Friday of the month.

Procedure to follow for Invasive and PhD projects:

1. Complete Student Review Form (Page 2) and the Application for Review by Research Ethics Board which can be found on the Niagara Health System website at http://www.niagarahealth.on.ca/about/reb.      

2. Follow instructions on the last page of the “Application for Review” regarding number of copies of the submission package (i.e. application form, proposal and appendices [consent forms, questionnaires, etc.]) to be forwarded to the REB Office, Niagara Health System – Welland Site, c/o REB Office, 65 Third Street, Welland, ON  L3B 4W6.
3. Following review and approval by the Full Research Ethics Board, the student will be notified of approval of the project and the study may proceed.

4. The process will take about 5 weeks.
